Daily Routine
• Gates - Years 8, 9 and 10 will use the gate by the gym, Y7 

and 11 will use the gate by reception

• When you arrive at school go straight to your gate – 
please do not arrive earlier than 8.30am

• At break you must stay in your zone / allocated outside 
space

• There will not be food available at break, bring a snack 
from home to eat
•You must stay in your zone at social time – if you need 
anything outside of your zone ask a teacher or a BSO



Lunchtime
• You will have lunch in the canteen 
• Those buying lunch will queue up and enter via the 

balcony / main hall
• Pack ups will enter via the piazza door
• All the normal hot and cold food will be available 

at lunchtime
• Remind your parent / carer to put money on for 

you using Parent Pay
• When you exit lunch, Years 7, 8 and 9 will leave via 

the piazza door, Years 10 and 11 will exit via the 
small hall door and out through the doors near G4

• You will use your allocated outdoor space & toilets
• Staff will be on duty if you have any questions



Toilets
• If you need the toilet during lesson time, you will be 

escorted to the nearest ones by a BSO/On Call. This 
should only be happening if you have a toilet pass

• During break and lunch you will use the main toilets either 
near the B stairs or at the entrance of science.  Staff on 
duty will direct you to the right place.



What do I need?
• You must wear your full school uniform every day
• Bring all your usual equipment in your bag – make sure you 

have everything that you need.  
• You’ll get your planner on your first day in school – bring it 

with you every day
• Bring a snack for break and a filled water bottle



Behaviour
• To keep everyone in school safe we expect you to follow 

our Behaviour Policy - we will remind you about that on 
your first day back in school

• If you do not follow our behaviour expectations there will 
be consequences – you may be placed in seclusion, 
detention or suspended.

• When you get things right you will be rewarded!



Attendance
• Attendance is important - try to aim for 

100% attendance
• There are 190 school days in the year - 

come to school on every one of those 
days!

• There are 175 ‘non school days’ - use those 
days for everything that isn’t school! 
(Leisure, appointments, relaxing, holidays…)

• School helps you to learn, get your grades, 
make friends and get involved
If you don’t attend every day you 

will miss out!



Punctuality
• Arriving on time is important - if you are 

late you miss things!
• You must arrive at school by 8.40am
• If you are late, you will get late codes 

and could get detentions

• You must also arrive to lessons on time
• If you are late to lessons you will receive 

a code
BE PUNCTUAL!
